At that time, Jesus entered
Capernaum and it was re-
ported that he was at home.

And imme-
diately Jesus, perceiving in
his spirit that they thus
questioned within them-
selves, said to them, “Why
do you question thus in your
hearts? Which is easier, to
say to the paralytic, “Your
sins are forgiven,’ or to say,
‘Rise, take up your pallet
and walk? But that you may
know that the Son of man
has authority on earth to
forgive sins” — he said to the
paralytic — “I say to you,
rise, take up your pallet and
go home.” And he rose, and
immediately took up the
pallet and went out before
them all; so that they were
all amazed and glorified
God, saying, “We never
saw anything like this!”
