Γαλ 1:11 – 19  

Ἀδελφοί, γνωρίζω ὑμῖν 
τὸ εὐαγγέλιον τὸ εὐαγγε-
λισθὲν ὑπ᾽ ἐμοῦ ὅτι οὐκ 
ἔστι κατὰ ἄνθρωπον· 
οὐδὲ γὰρ ἐγὼ παρὰ 
ἀνθρώπου παρέλαβον 
αὐτὸ οὔτε ἐδιδάχθην, 
ἀλλὰ δι᾽ ἀποκαλύψεως 
Ἰησοῦ Χριστοῦ. 
Ἠκούσατε γὰρ τὴν ἐμὴν 
ἀναστροφήν ποτε ἐν τῷ 
Ἰουδαϊσμῷ, ὅτι καθ᾽ 
ὑπερβολὴν ἐδίωκον τὴν 
ἐκκλησίαν τοῦ Θεοῦ καὶ 
ἐπόρθουν αὐτήν, καὶ 
προέκοπτον ἐν τῷ 
Ἰουδαϊσμῷ ὑπὲρ πολ-
λοὺς συνηλικιώτας ἐν τῷ 
γένει μου, περισσοτέρως 
ζηλωτὴς ὑπάρχων τῶν 
πατρικῶν μου παρα-
δόσεων. Ὅτε δὲ εὐδόκη-
σεν ὁ Θεὸς ὁ ἀφορίσας 
με ἐκ κοιλίας μητρός μου 
καὶ καλέσας διὰ τῆς χάρι-
τος αὐτοῦ ἀποκαλύψαι 
τὸν υἱὸν αὐτοῦ ἐν ἐμοί, 
ἵνα εὐαγγελίζωμαι αὐτὸν 
ἐν τοῖς ἔθνεσιν, εὐθέως 
οὐ προσανεθέμην σαρκὶ 
καὶ αἵματι, οὐδὲ ἀνῆλθον 
εἰς Ἱεροσόλυμα πρὸς 
τοὺς πρὸ ἐμοῦ 
ἀποστόλους, ἀλλὰ 
ἀπῆλθον εἰς Ἀραβίαν, καὶ 
πάλιν ὑπέστρεψα εἰς 
Δαμασκόν. Ἔπειτα μετὰ 
ἔτη τρία ἀνῆλθον εἰς 
Ἱεροσόλυμα ἱστορῆσαι 
Πέτρον, καὶ ἐπέμεινα 
πρὸς αὐτὸν ἡμέρας δε-
καπέντε· ἕτερον δὲ τῶν 
ἀποστόλων οὐκ εἶδον εἰ 
μὴ Ἰάκωβον τὸν ἀδελφὸν 
τοῦ Κυρίου.  

Gal. 1:11 – 19  

Brethren, I would have 
you know that the gos-
pel which was preached 
by me is not according 
to man. For I did not 
receive it from man, nor 
was I taught it, but it 
came through a revela-
tion of Jesus Christ. For 
you have heard of my 
former life in Judaism, 
how I persecuted the 
church of God violently 
and tried to destroy it; 
and I advanced in Juda-
ism beyond many of my 
own age among my peo-
ple, so extremely zeal-
ous was I for the tradi-
tions of my fathers. But 
when God who had set 
me apart before I was 
born, and had called me 
through his grace, was 
pleased to reveal his 
Son in me, in order that I 
might preach him among 
the Gentiles, I did not 
confer with flesh and 
blood, nor did I go up to 
Jerusalem to those who 
were apostles before 
me, but I went away into 
Arabia; and again I re-
turned to Damascus. 
Then after three years I 
went up to Jerusalem to 
visit Cephas, and re-
mained with him fifteen 
days. But I saw none of 
the other apostles ex-
cept James the Lord’s 
brother.

λῃσταῖς περιέπεσεν· οἳ καὶ 
ἐκδύσαντες αὐτὸν καὶ πληγὰς 
ἐπιθέντες ἀπῆλθον ἀφέντες 
ἡμιθανῆ τυγχάνοντα. κατὰ 
συγκυρίαν δὲ ἱερεύς τις 
κατέβαινεν ἐν τῇ ὁδῷ ἐκείνῃ, 
καὶ ἰδὼν αὐτὸν ἀντιπαρῆλθεν. 
ὁμοίως δὲ καὶ Λευΐτης γενόμε-
νος κατὰ τὸν τόπον, ἐλθὼν 
καὶ ἰδὼν ἀντιπαρῆλθε. Σαμα-
ρείτης δέ τις ὁδεύων ἦλθε 
κατ᾿ αὐτόν, καὶ ἰδὼν αὐτὸν 
ἐσπλαγχνίσθη, καὶ προσελ-
θὼν κατέδησε τὰ τραύματα 
αὐτοῦ ἐπιχέων ἔλαιον καὶ 
οἶνον, ἐπιβιβάσας δὲ αὐτὸν 
ἐπὶ τὸ ἴδιον κτῆνος ἤγαγεν 
αὐτὸν εἰς πανδοχεῖον καὶ 
ἐπεμελήθη αὐτοῦ· καὶ ἐπὶ τὴν 
αὔριον ἐξελθών, ἐκβαλὼν 
δύο δηνάρια ἔδωκε τῷ παν-
δοχεῖ καὶ εἶπεν αὐτῷ· 
ἐπιμελήθητι αὐτοῦ, καὶ ὅ τι ἂν 
προσδαπανήσῃς, ἐγὼ ἐν τῷ 
ἐπανέρχεσθαί με ἀποδώσω 
σοι. τίς οὖν τούτων τῶν τριῶν 
πλησίον δοκεῖ σοι γεγονέναι 
τοῦ ἐμπεσόντος εἰς τοὺς 
λῃστάς; ὁ δὲ εἶπεν· ὁ ποιήσας 
τὸ ἔλεος μετ᾿ αὐτοῦ. εἶπεν 
οὖν αὐτῷ ὁ Ἰησοῦς· πορεύου 
καὶ σὺ ποίει ὁμοίως.  

Lk. 10:25 – 37  

At that time, a lawyer stood 
up to put Jesus to the test, 
saying, “Teacher, what shall I 
do to inherit eternal life?” He 
said to him, “What is written 
in the law? How do you 
read?” And he answered, 
“You shall love the Lord your 
God with all your heart, and 
with all your soul, and with all 
your strength, and with all 
your mind; and your neighbor 
as yourself.” And he said to 
him, “You have answered 
right; do this, and you will 
live.” But he, desiring to justi-
fy himself, said to Jesus, 
“And who is my neighbor?” 
Jesus replied, “A man was 
going down from Jerusalem 
to Jericho, and he fell among 
robbers, who stripped him 
and beat him, and departed, 
leaving him half dead. Now 
by chance a priest was going 
down that road; and when he 
saw him he passed by on the 
other side. So likewise a Le-
vite, when he came to the 
place and saw him, passed 
by on the other side. But a 
Samaritan, as he journeyed, 
came to where he was; and 
when he saw him, he had 
compassion, and went to him 
and bound up his wounds, 
pouring on oil and wine; then 
he set him on his own beast 
and brought him to an inn, 
and took care of him. And the 
next day he took out two 
denarii and gave them to the 
innkeeper, saying, ‘Take care 
of him; and whatever more 
you spend, I will repay you 
when I come back.’ Which of 
these three, do you think, 
proved neighbor to the man 
who fell among the robbers?” 
He said, “The one who 
showed mercy on him.” And 
Jesus said to him, “Go and 
do likewise.”
