ζα καὶ ἡ πρόθεσις τῶν 
ἄρτων, ἥτις λέγεται 
Ἅγια. μετὰ δὲ τὸ δεύτε-
ρον καταπέτασμα 
σκηνὴ ἡ λεγομένη 
Ἅγια Ἁγίων, χρυσοῦν 
ἔχουσα θυμιατήριον 
καὶ τὴν κιβωτὸν τῆς 
διαθήκης περικεκαλυμ-
μένην πάντοθεν χρυ-
σίῳ, ἐν ᾗ στάμνος χρυ-
σῆ ἔχουσα τὸ μάννα 
καὶ ἡ ῥάβδος Ἀαρὼν ἡ 
βλαστήσασα καὶ αἱ 
πλάκες τῆς διαθήκης, 
ὑπεράνω δὲ αὐτῆς Χε-
ρουβὶμ δόξης κατα-
σκιάζοντα τὸ 
ἱλαστήριον· περὶ ὧν 
οὐκ ἔστι νῦν λέγειν 
κατὰ μέρος. Τούτων δὲ 
οὕτω κατεσκευα-
σμένων εἰς μὲν τὴν 
πρώτην σκηνὴν διὰ 
παντὸς εἰσίασιν οἱ 
ἱερεῖς τὰς λατρείας 
ἐπιτελοῦντες, εἰς δὲ 
τὴν δευτέραν ἅπαξ τοῦ 
ἐνιαυτοῦ μόνος ὁ 
ἀρχιερεύς, οὐ χωρὶς 
αἵματος, ὃ προσφέρει 
ὑπὲρ ἑαυτοῦ καὶ τῶν 
τοῦ λαοῦ ἀγνοημάτων.  

Heb. 9:1 – 7  

Brethren, the first tent 
had regulations for 
worship and an earthly 
sanctuary. For a tent 
was prepared, the first 
one, in which were the 
lamp stand and the 
table and the bread of 
the Presence; it is 
called the Holy Place. 
Behind the second cur-
tain stood a tent called 
the Holy of Holies, hav-
ing the golden altar of 
incense and the ark of 
the covenant covered 
on all sides with gold, 
which contained a 
golden urn holding the 
manna, and Aaron’s 
rod that budded, and 
the tables of the cove-
nant; above it were the 
cherubim of glory over-
shadowing the mercy 
seat. Of these things 
we cannot now speak 
in detail. These prepa-
rations having thus 
been made, the priests 
go continually into the 
outer tent, performing 
their ritual duties; but 
into the second only 
the high priest goes, 
and he but once a 
year, and not without 
taking blood which he 
offers for himself and 
for the sins committed 
unintentionally by the 
people.

At that time, a young man 
came up to Jesus, kneeling 
and saying, “Good Teach-
er, what good deed must I 
do, to have eternal life?” 
And he said to him, “Why 
do you call me good? One 
there is who is good. If you 
would enter life, keep the 
commandments.” He said 
to him, “Which?” And Jesus 
said, “You shall not kill, 
You shall not commit adul-
tery, You shall not steal, 
You shall not bear false 
witness, Honor your father 
and mother, and You shall 
love your neighbor as your-
self.” The young man said 
to him, “All these I have 
observed from my youth; 
what do I still lack?” Jesus 
said to him, “If you would 
be perfect, go, sell what 
you possess and give to 
the poor, and you will have 
treasure in heaven; and 
come, follow me.” When 
the young man heard this 
he went away sorrowful; for 
he had great possessions. 
And Jesus said to his disci-
ples, “Truly, I say to you, it 
will be hard for a rich man 
to enter the kingdom of 
heaven. Again I tell you, it 
is easier for a camel to go 
through the eye of a needle 
than for a rich man to enter 
the kingdom of God.” When 
the disciples heard this 
they were greatly aston-
ished, saying, “Who then 
can be saved?” But Jesus 
looked at them and said to 
them, “With men this is 
impossible, but with God all 
things are possible.”
